Palette of Orchids

To Florists, Garden Clubs members, and interested individuals:
The Cape & Islands Orchid Society will be hosting their 20th Orchid Show at the Seacrest Resort & Conference Center in Falmouth on January 24th & 25th  2009 . We have chosen the theme Palette of Orchids for the 2009 Orchid show.  We hope you will be inspired to use the theme in your flower designs. We would also appreciate it if you could please include our Show Announcement in your monthly meeting or newsletter. We would like to encourage any individuals or club members to put on a modest or elaborate display of wonderful orchid flowers. 

This year we are looking for use of dynamic hues and bright colors in design of the floral displays.  We believe using orchids, in cut flowers designs will help people see how lovely orchids are when used in flower arranging.  Below are the Design Categories you can consider when creating your arrangement.

1. Wearable orchids - corsages, hairpieces, wristlets, sash, vest, hat etc.

2. Orchid Wedding Bouquet – orchids predominating

3. Individual Orchid – a solitary orchid or orchid stem uniquely featured

4. Flower arrangement – floral design featuring multiple orchid stems
Design Rules
100% of the flowers used in the designs are orchids. 
Other greens and dried materials are encouraged so long as they are used as accent materials. 
Flowers may be replaced during the event to insure the arrangements look their very best.  The venue is open for grooming Fri, Sat and Sunday at 8:30 a.m. and must be completed before 9:00 a.m. when we open to the public.  Arrangements can be made to groom your cut flower display after closing on Saturday if necessary. 

Flower arrangements must be delivered on Thursday January 22, 2009 between 10 a.m. – 5 p.m. to the Sea Crest – Nauset display area.  At that time the applicant will fill out judging forms for each design submitted.  Applicants can enter one design in each category.   

Again we have the opportunity to have an excellent judging team of highly trained individuals to review and award ribbons and a Show Trophy. 
There are 4 individual judging categories for amateur and four individual categories for professional floral exhibitors. All Entries will be judged based on originality, color, harmony, balance, mechanics and the overall design of each arrangement.

Neither the Cape & Islands Orchid Society nor the Sea Crest Resort and Conference Center can be responsible for any loss or damage to plants, flowers, equipment or supplies, or personal items, although every precaution will be taken to assure their security and safety. 

No exhibit or vendors space can be disassembled or removed before the close of the show. No plants can be removed from any exhibit before the close of the show.  (Except at the direction of the show chair (e.g. Bugs, damaged or faded plants)). 

All federal state and local safety codes and smoking ordinances must be observed at all times. 

Any item in a display requiring electric service for materials props or equipment provided by the exhibitor/vendor must be in good working condition and fully incorporated into the exhibit space.  All items requiring running water or electric service must be indicated on the return form identifying the items power needs (i.e. how many watts and/or amps).  Failure to do so may result in not being able to include the device in your display.

The use of artificial foliage or other obviously artificial material is not allowed.  Green plants (if not in flower) may be used as filler, but the display must be predominately made up of flowering orchid plants. Exhibitors wishing to use elaborate props, such as moving water, or other than plant material, must discuss their plans with the Show Chairman.
